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Abstract: 
Visual assessments of damage caused by the spillage of methyl isocyanate at the Union Carbide factory, Bhopal, India, on 3 December 1984 were made in a survey during 13-17 December 1984. The assessments were used to prepare damage contour maps and to construct tables of sensitivity/tolerance of wild and cultivated trees, shrubs and herbs (but not grasses).
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
