At the outset, we wanted to thank you for your valuable input on our various projects and initiatives of Environmentally Sustainable Finance (ESF) Group at the Centre for Development Finance. 

As discussed with you as part of our activities at ESF, we are developing an on-line pollution map as an effort that has been conceptualized to support and strengthen the pollution monitoring regime in India.
